Voice Banking: How to Preserve your Voice for Posterity

| wish | had heard of the concept of Voice Banking when |
could still speak. Those who knew me then, and some who
know me now, will confirm | had and still have too much to
say for myself.

| have a series of voice synthesisers which speak in many
tongues, some American and some English, but they do not
sound like me. Dr Tim Bunnell working in the USA is
developing new software called ModelTalker.

The system involves downloading software to a personal
computer to enable people who are losing their voice to record
messages for loved ones to be played in the future. Unlike the
synthesisers the software imitates your voice giving an
individual sound that is recognisably you.

As | understand it you record 1600 sentences (about 45
minutes) . The resulting synthetic voice is virtually unlimited,
in application, meaning it can be used to express almost any-
thing, even words and phrases not previously recorded. The
voice "banking" process is guided by the ModelTalker Voice
Recorder. Once finished, an individual will be able to create a
personalised synthetic voice by uploading their recordings to a
voice generation site. The output depends on quality of voice
input so early involvement is advisable




Currently, the complete ModelTalker System is in the early stages
of commercial development and they are actively seeking beta
testers. More details including samples of actual voices are
available at www.modeltalker.com/

The village was requisitioned by the War
Dept. and the occupants forced to leave in December 1943 so that
the area could be used for training for the D-day landings. The
villagers were told that they would be able to return after the war but
this did not happen and in 1953 the land was bought by the
government and it now forms part of the Lulworth Gunnery Range.
The village is open to the public during school holidays and most
weekends. Phone 01929 404819 to check if it is open. There is a
grass picnic area next to the car park, toilets are nearby. The path
from here through the woods is not suitable for wheels as it has steps
at the end.
Worbarrow Bay is about a mile along a good road with a stone
chipping surface but the alongside grass has a smoother surface and
is more comfortable for scooter and wheelchairs. The end of the path
down to the shore is too steep for chairs and scooters but there is a
flat grassy area overlooking the bay. There used to be a community
as well as a row of coastguard cottages at Worbarrow but all have
disappeared.
